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[ 0: 00] Station 6. Jesus is nailed to the cross. Throughout history, crucifixion is arguably the most
severe form of capital punishment.

I Criminals die a slow and gruesome death, mostly through a combination of constrained blood
circulation, organ failure and suffocation.

I As a body is strained under his own weight. To attach a person to the cross, large iron nails are
hammered through their hands and feet and into the wood.

Now there lies the King of all kings, Jesus, the Lamb of God, being nailed to the cross. Nails are
being hammered in to hang the Savior of the world, who bears not just the weight of his own
innocent body, but also the sin of all humanity for all time.

In Luke 23, we read this. Two other men, both criminals, were also let out with him to be executed.
[ 1: 32] When they came to the place called the skull, they crucified him there, along with the
criminals.

Father, forgive them Now imagine that it's your hand being nailed to the cross Consider every sin in
your life Everything that you've done wrong or thought wrong And everything that you should have
done But fail to do Sins you know of Sins you hide away from everyone And even sins that you're
not aware of Every sin is being nailed to the cross Jesus is nailed to the cross Taking your sin upon
himself

And receiving the judgment and punishment That you deserve | know this is intense Take a deep
breath with me And let's go to the next station for a brief tender moment Amidst all this sorrow To
be determined by a dream Thank you.
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
